One Contributor: last name, first name middle name or initial.  

Two Contributors: last name, first name middle name and first name middle name last name.  

Three or more Contributors: last name, first name middle name or initial, et al.  
 

Article name: “In Quotation Marks.” 
 

Website name: Encyclopaedia Britannica.  
 

URL: <www.britannica.com/place/...name of country...>. 
 

Access date: today’s date with month, day, and year.  
 

Example:
